We are called to walk with Jesus and grow in 

friendship with Him and His Church. This means 

learning from His teachings, participating in     

parish life, and supporting one another in faith. 

Together, we become a community of disciples 

who encourage and strengthen each other. 

Worship Jesus. At the heart of our faith is           

worship, especially through the Eucharist.           

Bishop Ricken reminds us that the Mass is the 

source and summit of our spiritual life. By staying 

rooted in the sacraments and cultivating a life of 

prayer and adoration, we draw closer to Christ 

and receive the grace to live our mission. 

Share Jesus. Our mission does not end with            

personal faith—it begins there. We are sent              

to share Jesus with others through words and  

actions. This means witnessing to our faith in  

everyday life, serving those in need, and                

inviting others to experience the love of Christ. 

Evangelization is not just for a few; it is the call  

of every baptized person. 

Entrust Ourselves to the Holy Spirit. We cannot 

do this alone. Bishop Ricken urges us to rely on 

the Holy Spirit for guidance 

and strength. He asks every 

parish to include the Diocesan  

Prayer to the Holy Spirit in the 

Universal Prayers at Mass.
