PASTORAL PONDERINGS

Coming to know God is the deepest desire

of the human heart. In the Catholic tradition,
God makes Himself known in many ways,
inviting each person into a loving relationship
with Him.

First, we come to know God through creation.
The beauty and order of the world point to

a Creator. As Scripture says, “Ever since the
creation of the world, his invisible attributes...
have been clearly perceived in the things

that have been made” (Romans 1:20). The
vastness of the sky, the intricacy of human
life, and the longing for meaning within us

all whisper of God’s presence.

Second, we know God through Divine
Revelation. God has spoken through Sacred
Scripture and fully revealed Himself in Jesus
Christ. In the Gospels, we encounter not an
abstract idea, but a Person. Jesus tells
Philip, “Whoever has seen me has seen the
Father” (John 14:9). By reading the Bible
prayerfully and reflecting on Christ’s life,
death, and resurrection, we come to know
the heart of God.

Third, the Church and the Sacraments are
privileged encounters with God. In the
Eucharist especially, Catholics believe we

meet Christ truly present—Body, Blood,
Soul, and Divinity. Through Reconciliation,
we experience His mercy. The Sacraments
make God’s grace tangible and personal.

Finally, prayer opens our hearts to intimate
friendship with God. In silence, petition, and
thanksgiving, we listen and speak to Him. The
witness of the saints also guides us, showing
how ordinary lives can radiate extraordinary
holiness. Their example encourages us to trust
God more deeply. Through faith, reason,
Scripture, Sacraments, prayer, and the
communion of saints, we gradually come to
know the God who first loved us.

Additionally, the use of reason helps us seek
truth and recognize moral law written on our
hearts. Through study of Church teaching and
participation in the life of a parish community,
we grow in understanding and love. Step by
step, God reveals Himself to those who
sincerely seek Him.
