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PASTORAL PONDERINGS 

You may return your Rice Bowl on Holy 
Thursday in the basket in Omro or at       

anytime in the basket in the main entrance 
in Winneconne or either parish office.  

On this Palm Sunday we begin our Paschal    
journey as spectators—watching a joyful        
procession, waving branches, and celebrating 
hope. It is easy to stand along the roadside, 
swept up in excitement, convinced that cheering 
loudly is the same as following faithfully. Holy 
Week, however, gently but firmly refuses to let 
us stay there. 
 
As the week unfolds, what began with palms  
and praise grows quieter, heavier, and far more     
personal. Holy Week does not ask what we      
admire about Jesus, but whether we are willing 
to stay when the story becomes uncomfortable 
— when loyalty costs something and love        
demands more than applause. 
 
On Holy Thursday, we are invited to sit at the 
table with Jesus, fully aware that betrayal has 
already pulled up a chair. We are asked to let 
our hearts be unsettled by humble service, as 
Jesus kneels to wash feet—challenging our      
assumptions about power, importance, and  
who should be serving whom. 
 
On Good Friday we will face our own resistance 
to surrender—our desire to avoid suffering, our 
tendency to choose self‑preservation over   
faithfulness. The cross asks whether we will    
remain close or choose to stand at a distance 
where blood and sweat, agony and distress,   
hostile crowds and the experience of the                
unknown cannot touch us. 
 
Then comes the Vigil. This is THE NIGHT of the 
Church. The first Mass of Easter. We begin in 
darkness, and then a single flame pierces the 
night, fragile yet fearless, proclaiming that light 

does not ask permission to shine. From this 
flame, the Paschal candle is lit, and slowly the 
darkness gives way—not all at once, but slowly, 
deliberately —teaching us that resurrection 
often arrives gently, carried hand to hand. We 
listen to the Word—ancient, familiar, and still 
startling—stories that remind us God has always 
been faithful, even when we were not. We come 
to the water, where endings become beginnings 
and new life is entered, not imagined. We are 
named again, claimed again, and invited to live 
as people reborn. 
 
At last, we are welcomed to the table. The Body 
and Blood (the cup will be offered at this Liturgy) 
The risen Christ signs us in “Alleluia” and we    
become an Easter people. The Masses of Easter 
invite us to stand in wonder again—to believe 
that God is still bringing life out of places we had 
given up on, still calling hope forth from silence.   
We come carrying memory, loss, and longing.  
 
And we leave carrying joy—deep and durable. 
Christ is risen. And because he is, the world is 
forever different. So are we. Alleluia. 
Today you came for the palms, they are just the 
beginning. Return for the days of Sacred        
Triduum and encounter “the rest of the story.”
