Thank you for your generous support as we move forward with this important project! 

As a little girl, I would  pick up a daisy, pluck each  
petal, and chant, “He loves me… he loves me not.”  
Of course, if I didn’t like the answer, I could always 
find another flower. Dreams fulfilled by selective            
gardening. 
 
That’s why Jesus’ words this Easter matter so much: 
“Love one another as I have loved you.” He doesn’t 
leave us guessing. He gives us a pattern to follow         
and a promise to hold. Many of us carry in our 
hearts, this quiet assumption: God loves me. We  
repeat it in prayer. We sing it in hymns. But then   
life happens, and suddenly we’re back at the flower 
patch plucking petals: He loves me… he loves me 
not. 
 
That’s why Jesus’ words this Easter season matter   
so much. Into our anxious, self-negotiating space, 
Jesus speaks with remarkable clarity: “Love one    
another as I have loved you.” He anchors love in 
something solid—his own way of loving. 
 

God loves us but let’s pause to think how God loves 
us. Let’s do a bit of flower-plucking together, shall 
we? How does God love us? Let us count the ways, 
one petal at a time. 
 

First petal: God loved us first. Long before we            
responded, repented, understood, or deserved it, 
God acted. God didn’t wait for us to get lovable.    
Jesus chose his disciples, and we who follow after 
them, knowing full well how often we all would           
miss the point. 
 

Second petal: God loves us personally. Not as a            
category. Not as part of a crowd. But as one created 
in God’s own Divine Image. God knows our names, 
our histories, our wounds—and still calls us 
“beloved.” 

Third petal: God loves us individually. Not as a               
category, not as part of a crowd, but as friends. He 
knows our names, our histories, our wounds—and 
still calls us beloved.  
 
Fourth petal: God loves us patiently. Jesus repeats 
himself often in the Gospels, making the same             
point in a different way. Apparently, the Son of God 
understands slow learners. 
 
Fifth petal: God loves us sacrificially. It led Jesus to 
the cross marked by pain, misunderstanding, and 
abandonment. The risen Christ still carries the 
marks. The joy of Easter resurrection doesn’t erase 
the wounds; it transforms them. Easter love is not 
fragile; it endures. 
 
Sixth petal: God loves us so that we may have joy. 
We often picture joy as if faithful people should walk 
around smiling all the time. But the joy Jesus speaks 
about is different; it is a joy that can exist even while 
things are unfinished, unresolved, or aching because 
God’s love is bigger and more enduring than whatever 
we are facing.   
 
By the time we reach the center of the flower, we 
realize something important: God’s love is not a 
guessing game. There is no chance final petal that 
suddenly changes the answer. In Christ, the answer 
is always the same. No more daisy petals need to be 
sacrificed. He loves me. He loves me. He loves me…
