PASTORAL PONDERINGS 
Recently, the Church celebrated National Vocations 
Week, and, if you were in church you probably 
heard these named from the pulpit: married life, 
priesthood, and religious life. These vocations all 
have their special places, but there’s another       
vocation, quieter and often overlooked: the          
permanent single life. 
 
We celebrate priests with jubilees and bless married 
couples on anniversaries. Religious sisters and 
brothers get cards and greetings on their patrons’ 
feast days and maybe even candy. Singles get...well, 
maybe the occasional vague prayer in the Prayers of 
the Faithful.  
 
Having lived in this more silent vocation for seventy-
plus years, I feel qualified to say the single life is not 
the “temporary” vocation some people might think. 
We are not “single until God calls me to something 
better.” Instead, we have committed ourselves to 
the sacred, steady, sometimes sparkly, more often 
chaotic way of living solo and loving God with our 
whole heart and whole soul. 
 
I feel I need to take a stand for committed Catholic 
singles: we have a full-fledged, grace-soaked,       
people-loving, God-honoring vocation. We don’t 
have a sacrament that marks us externally the way 
that marriage or ordination does. And, yes,       
sometimes we feel the Church only speaks about us 
in whispers. Yet Lumen Gentium (a document from 
Vatican II) reminds us that, regardless of our state 
— married, religious, priest, widowed, or single  —
“one’s Christian journey is fundamentally a           
response to God’s universal call to holiness.”      
Likewise, the Decree on the Apostolate of the Laity 
states, “the single state bears spiritual significance 
and apostolic potential and deserves special honor 
and commendation.” 

The single vocation requires its own first-rate     
faithfulness. It’s about making peace with being on 
your own. No spouse to rely on, no community of 
convent-mates or brother priests to lean on; just 
showing up for others without a “plus-one.” It is 
choosing to be part of the community when        
loneliness whispers otherwise. Or setting a place at 
the table, even when you’re the only one sitting 
there. 
  
Singles are often the folks who say “yes” to last-
minute funeral help, who sit with grieving friends, 
who arrive early to unlock the church and stay late 
to stack chairs. We, because we are single, can   
commit more time to creativity: writing skits,     
planning parish parties, or turning a potluck into a 
theological reflection with a side of Jell-O salad.  
And, yes, we do know how to love. A lot. We are   
loyal to family and friends. Often it is us, the singles, 
who sit with aging parents long into the night so 
others can return to their families. We send cards, 
remember birthdays, deliver soup, and smile slyly  
at our siblings as we secretly delight in a niece or   
nephew opening the drum set we bought them.  
 
This week, I propose we celebrate “National    
Awareness of the Vocation to Single Life Week.” 
Let’s raise a toast — or at least a holy-water      
sprinkler — to the single vocation. Not as the wall 
flower at the dance, but as an intentional, radiant, 
resilient, beautiful chosen one who knows how to 
live the Gospel. If you’re single and reading this, I’ll 
share a line my spiritual director once spoke that 
made all the difference: “You are not forgotten. You 
are fiercely loved. You are holy. You are needed.”
