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PASTORAL PONDERINGS 
Forgiveness is central to our Catholic faith,   
rooted in the life and teachings of Jesus Christ. 
On the cross in the midst of agony, Jesus said, 
“Father forgive them for they know not what 
they do.” (Luke 23:34). In that moment he      
revealed the depth of divine mercy and set an 
example for all who follow him. 
 
As Catholics we are called not only to receive 
forgiveness through the Sacrament of            
Reconciliation but also extend it to others, even 
when it's difficult. Jesus teaches us the Lord's 
prayer, “Forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive 
those who trespass against us.” (Matthew 6:12). 
This is not a suggestion, it's a condition of the 
Christian life. The Catechism reminds us that 
“forgiveness is the fundamental condition of the               
reconciliation of the children of God with their 
Father and of men and with one another.” (CCC 
2844). 
 
An analogy may help. Imagine your heart as a 
backpack. Every grudge or resentment is like a 
stone added to that bag. Over time, the weight 
becomes unbearable, dragging us down         

spiritually, emotionally, and even physically. 
Forgiveness is the act of taking out those stones 
and relieving the burden, not for the offender's 
sake, but for our own freedom. It doesn't erase 
the past, but it allows healing to begin. 
 
God's mercy is limitless. When we forgive, we 
imitate His love and grow closer to Him. Though 
forgiveness can be hard, it is never done alone. 
With God's grace, we can loosen the chains of 
anger and hurt and live in the freedom of the 
gospel. Forgiveness is not forgetting, it's     
transforming. It is the path to peace, healing 
and holiness.
