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PASTORAL PONDERINGS 

OCIA stands for the Order of Christian Initiation 
of Adults. It is the process by which unbaptized 
adults and adults baptized in other Christian          
traditions become full members of the Roman 
Catholic Church through a formation process that 
includes study, prayer, fellowship, and receiving 
the Sacraments of initiation which include   
Baptism, Confirmation, and the Most Holy Eucharist.  
The OCIA process was formerly known as RCIA.  
 
Who is OCIA for? 

• Unbaptized adults: seeking to become Catholic.  

• Adults baptized in another Christian tradition:  
      who wish to join the Catholic Church.  

• There is also a pathway in OCIA for baptized 
Catholics who have not received the               
sacraments of Confirmation and the                     
Most Holy Eucharist. 

 
The stages of the OCIA process include: 
 
Evangelization and the Pre-Catechumenate: 
An initial period of inquiry and conversation to 
learn about the Catholic Faith. 
 
The Catechumenate: A period of formal instruction 
and formation in the faith, Scripture, and the 
practices of the Church. 

Purification and Enlightenment: A time of             
intense prayer and preparation during Lent,  
leading up to the reception of the Sacraments. 
 
Mystagogy: A period after the Easter Vigil for the 
newly initiated to reflect on their experiences and 
grow in their new life as Catholics.  
 
A significant part of the journey is becoming              
integrated into the local Christian community. 
Each participant is also accompanied by a  
sponsor, a confirmed, practicing Catholic who 
walks with them through the process.   
 
If you are interested in learning more about             
becoming involved in OCIA, or know someone 
that is interested in learning more about the 
Catholic Faith, please have them contact Deacon
